What is this role?
The Campaign to Protect Rural England in Bedfordshire (CPRE Bedfordshire) is calling for people to help stand up for Bedfordshire’s much-loved countryside. The local charity is recruiting Event Volunteers to a new team that help promote the work of CPRE Bedfordshire and raise awareness of important  issues such as climate change, affordable housing , waste reduction and preserving the Bedfordshire countryside.

· Providing a friendly welcome to all visitors, answering any questions and encouraging people to get involved in CPRE Bedfordshire either as members or volunteers. 
· Promoting current CPRE Bedfordshire campaigns 
· Helping to clear up after the event – this might involve taking down displays, packing away tables, chairs and other equipment, taking down gazebos, litter picking etc,
This role will suit you if… you have a keen interest in the protection of our countryside, have a friendly and enthusiastic manner and enjoy working with people from different communities.
Information
Place: Various across the county.
Time commitment: On an ad hoc basis, according to the events programme - events usually take place at weekends but may also be in the evening or on weekdays.
Training: You will be given support in your role as a CPRE volunteer, including an induction at our national office in London. 
Expenses: The role is voluntary although we will pay all out-of-pocket expenses with prior agreement, in line with our Volunteer Policy.
